Bill Woessner, our Charge in Bonn, has just given me a 
short telephone precis of the German aebriefing,on Schmiat's 
visit to Paris. With regard to USG contacts wit~~he French, 
Schmidt's discussion was brief. , At one point during the 
Mitterrand-Schmidt discussion, the French asked about USG 
views on the new French Government. Schmidt replied that 
it was clear from his visit here that there were a number 
of "un3.nswerea questions" about future French policies, and 
that the USG was "unsure" of how to make contacts with the 
new French officials. Schmidt went on to sat~hat he found 
the Americans anxious to establish contact soon in order to 
learn more precisely the GOF's plans for the future. 

According to the German debrief t5-Woessner, the new 
French Foreian Minister Chevsson said that he would welcome 
a chance to see vou soon. 

Although Schmidt apparently touched only briefly on 
the question of USG-GOF early contacts, it is evident 
that the French have clearly latched on to the point. As 
I told you, Hartman called me yesterday to say that Cheysson 
had called him suggesting that the easiest way to arrive at 
agreement with you on the initiation of contacts was for you 
to call Cheysson directly. 

More important, the Fre nch Amba ss a dor h e re (d e La b oul a ye) 
h a s jus t come in to see me. He h a s clea rly h e ard f rom Paris 
about the Schmidt proposal and has a ppa r e ntly r e ceive d indica­
tions from Cheysson as to how the Foreign Minister would like 
to proceed_ De Laboulaye told me that Mitterrand himself, 
the Prime Minister, and the Finance Minister are all anxious 
t hat Cheysson come to Washington for conversations wi t h you 
and senior economic officials. According to de Laboulaye, 
Cheysson would hope for an invitation "within the nex t few 
days" and would like to aim for a visit on the 4th, 5th, or 
8th of June. 

~f&E-NSITJ VE 
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De Laboulaye said the handling of such an invitation is 
very important_ He suggested that the best way to proceed 
wou l d be for him to report to Paris that you had told him 
t h a t you thought it important that personal contact be made 
with Cheysson at an early date, but that unfortunately you 
we re leaving £or the Far East around the 10th of June, and 
would be pleased if it were possible for Cheysson to come here 
b e fore that time_ It is apparent from what de Laboulaye said 
to me that the GOF .is getting more than a little nervous 
about capital flight, the stock market, and the weakening £ranc. 
Thus, it seems that Cheysson wants to do something about that 
here in Washington as well as begin contacts with you .. 

. . . . . \. 

Given the above, I now want to revise my thinking on 
how we handle the Vice President's visit to Mitterrand. 
Apparently, the French preference is to come to Washington, 
probably as much because of the economic problems as anything . else. 
I suspect, however, that Cheysson and Mitterrand . also worry 
about your visibility in Paris prior to the Parli~mentar,y 
elections. De Laboulaye told me, for example, that Cheysson 
was very ~touchyn about being charged by the Right with taking 
ins t ructions from Washington and that it was for this reason 
we h ad to be very careful about how we invited the gentleman 
to the U.S. Obviously, the cover of discussi~ns with economic 
officials here provides him with ammunition against such _a 
charge. It is thus possible that a suggestion of a visit to 
Pa ris at this time by you, much less by the Vice President, 
would receive a negative reply. 

Under the circumstances, I recommend that we proceed as 
de Laboulaye suggests -- invite Cheysson to come to Washington 
late next week for discussions with you and senior economic 
officials. When Cheysson is here, assuming he comes, we should 
propose to the Foreign Minister that the Vice President visit 
Paris, after the second round of Parliame ntary elections, for 
conversations with President Mitte rrand on the future of 
US-French bilateral relations.

SUBJECT: 

Attached are the briefing materials prepared by the State 
Department. Since your meeting with Cheysson will follow 
that of the President, the agenda will be flexible. I know 
that you will wish to sound Chey sson on the French approach 
to the Ottawa Summit, and he will be equally anxious to 
hear your views. Early indications are that the Socialists 
and Mitterrand incline more toward Canadian views than our 
own on the importance of and approaches to North-South 
~elations. ~ 

On the subject of possible participation of communists in a 
Mitterrand government, Secretary Haig will be informing 
Cheysson frankly that we don't like the idea. The President, 
if the subject comes up, will be saying more diplomatically 
that we are "watching the formation of the French government 
with interest." You will probably wish to adopt more the 
President's tone if the subject comes up in your meeting. 
Most analysts feel that Mitterrand will have a difficult time 
forming a legislative majority without communist participation, 
much as he would like to. (..Q-Y

Visit of French Foreign 
Minister Claude Cheysson 

June 4-7, 1981 

I. Setting and Objectives 

Mitterrand's election has brought a period of 
uncertainty for France. His policies will be determined 
largely by the outcome of the legislative elections 
June 14 and 21. He will adjust to the left or right 
depending on the coalition he forms to obtain a majority 
in the National Assembly. One possibility is a coalition 
with the Communists, which would clearly have a negative 
effect on the quality of our relations with France. 

Regardless of the bomposition of the French Govern­
ment, French policy cooperation on a broad range of world 
issues will be impo.rtant to us. ·cheysson' s early visit 
to Washington shows that Mitterrand also wants -- and needs 
good relations with us. Cheysson will want to reassure you 
that there will be continuity in French policies and that 
the Socialist government will act responsibly. He will 
hope that his visit demonstrates to the French electorate 
Washington's acceptance of Mitterrand. We want to 
establish a productive dialogue between our two govern­
ments, to influence the formulation of French policies, 
and to convey privately our concern that US-French 
relations will suffer if Mitterrand includes Communists 
in his government. 

Your meeting will complement Cheysson's meetings 
with the President and Secretaries Haig and Baldrige. 
It should add to his understanding of our interest in 
good relations with France and our views on key issues. 
It will also be an opportunity to express interest in 
an early visit to Paris. 

Your objective will be: 

1. Establish a productive dialogue. 

2. Influence developing French policies on key issues.

4. Express interest in an early visit to Paris. 

II. Issues 

1. · Productive Dialogue 

We want to establish close cooperative relations 
,. with the new French government. We wish to consult 

bilaterally, within the private four-power forum, and 
in larger groupings such as NATO. A long-term French 
socialist relationship with "national liberation" 
movements could lead to con.flicts with us in such 

. third world areas as Southern Africa and Central ~.merica. 

Talking Points ,. 

-- French and US interests are largely parallel; 
cooperation is mutually beneficial and we hope to con­
tinue and expand it. 

-- We fully respect French independence. We will 
consider French views, and ask that they consider ours. 

-- We also want to consult on policies in third 
world areas where our views may differ, such as Central 
America and Southern Africa. 

2. East-West Relations -

We need a broad understanding with the French on 
relations with the USSR, including defense, Poland, 
Afghanistan, arms control, technology transfer and 
East-West economic relations in general. 

Talking Points 

-~ East-West relations are the most important area 
for US-French cooperation. 

-- We do not seek precise agreement on all specific 
aspects, but without gen~ral agreement between us, the 
Western position will be divided and weak. This will 
clearly require continuing consultations between policy 
officials. 

.. SE-€-RE'r'/SENSITIVE 
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3. Economic Policy 

Mitterrand's economic policies conflict with ours in 
a number of areas: (e.g. nationalization may affect some 
US interests, wage increases could lead to monetary 
instability and protectionism). 

Talking Points 

-- Explain our economic policies of budget cuts, tax 
reductions, and deregulation; stress our attachment to 
free trade. We would like to know more about the French 
economic program, and may want to discuss some aspects. 
We hope for close contact between the appropriate offi­
cials to avert possible co~flicts. 

4. Ottawa Summit 

The July 19-21 Summit will be a unique opportunity 
to exchange views on economic issues -- particularly 
macroeconomic subjects, trade, east-West economic rela­
tions, energy, and relations with deve·loping nations. 
The President will set the stage the first evening with 
a general presentation of economic, political and stra­
tegic considerations. 

Talking Points 

-- We look forward to the Ottawa Summit as an 
opportunity for the heads of government, foreign ministers, 
and finance ministers to get to know each other better 
and have a candid exchange. 

-- Economic issues will dominate -- with focus on 
macroeconomic questions, East-West economic relations, 
trade, energy, and relations with developing nations. 

-- We expect informal discussion of timely political 
issues -- because representatives of most Summit nations 
have expressed interest and because political factors 
affect economic questions (and vice versa). 

-- We welcome your views on economic or political 
subjects that deserve attention. 

~SENSITIVE 
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5. Visit to Paris 

The President is considering asking you to visit 
Paris to establish contact with President Mitterrand and 
Prime Minister Maurey, following the French legislative 
elections, · if mutually convenient dates can be found. 
We do not want to pin this visit down until we know 
whether or not communists will be included in the new 
French government. To be useful, your visit should 
come before the Ottawa Summit in late July. 

Talking Points 

-- I look forward to yisiting Paris at a mutually 
convenient time after the elections and formation of the 
new government. The State Department will be in touch 
following the elections on possible <lat.es. 

III. Contingency Issues 

1. Possiple Communist Participation in French 
Government 

Secretary Hai~ will warn Cheysson privately that 
inclusion of communists in the French goverrunent will have 
a ne~ative effect on the quality of our relations. To 
mention this issue directly at a higher level could be 
interpreted as interference in internal French politics. 
Should the matter arise, you should allude to it indirectly. 

Talking Points 

-- We will be watching closely the formation of 
the French government after the elections .

He was instrumental in revising and pub­
lic i zing the Lome Conv~ntion--now called Lome II-­
which extends the EC development aid program to 
about 60 Third World countries. Cheysson was also 
deeply involved in EC-Arab relations ' and favored a 
Euro-African-Arab trialogue. 

As EC Commissioner, Cheysson supported US-EC 
cooperation and often visited the United States. He 
has, however, been a sharp critic of us policy in 
the Third World. He strongly disagrees wi t h US 
support for the Government of El Salvador . In a

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recent public statement, he seemed td give assur­
ances of French diplomatic support for African lib­
eration movements. Cheysson was completely against 
the economic boycott that the United States ini­
tiated against the USSR after the invasion of Af­
ghanistan in December 1979. He cl~irnea that food 
was not a political weapon and that the world there-
fore had nothing to gain from the disruption ~o~f-------~ 
commercial netwo-rks or from a food shortage.
