You are indeed the greatest spokesman for the American way of life agreed 
in principle by our founding fathers. Sad to say, America today, seems to be 
a stepchild of the American dream. The American system, in our present era, 
is more a blood brother to a communal socialistic order then one based on 
individual liberty and free enterprise. 

Do you really believe we can return to a semblance of that original dream? 
lrJas not the death bell sounded for the creators of the republic the day it was 
decreed that every adult of a particular age had a say by vote, regardless of 
the individual's intelligence, wisdom, or educational ex'Perience? Are there 
any men of vision and ideas able to mold the structure of today's society into 
a freer one using a minimum of force? Are not just politicians, by nature, 
compromisers, tempered to be expedient and endowed with an overabundance of 
egotism? 

Ronald Reagan cannot change the direction, but only slow the avalanche 
pace to dictatorial socialism unless new ideas are presented and accepted to be 
used on an experimental basis. 

Would not any fair rrdnded human being agree that people, regardless of 
circumstances, receive all basic necessities for all of their natural lives? 
Would not any fair minded human being agree that energies of people of need 
should be a necessary ingredient in the soup created to sustain their life 
unto death? Are the people receiving assistance in America utilizjng their 
energies to a potential maximum? Are there ways to make it possible for these 
people to regain self-respect and dignity? Will the politicians have the 
courage to follow through by degree, if ways were possible? Are government 
jobs and aid programs operated by government methods successful in the long 
run? Is it possible to tum big government around ovemighti 

Do we not now have foundations free of taxation that provide service and 
assistance to those in need? Could not foundations, very numerous and richly 
endowed, replace the welfare state? Let us imagine, for the moment, a nation 
and, inevitably a world utilizing the foundation principle to solve mankinds 
future primary needs. Would not people be helping one another in a more 
personal, fairer and voluntary way? 

Our present form of taxation allows one, if so desired, to contribute to 
specific worthy causes and particular gifts which reduces their taxable income. 
Suppose, by law that contributory gifts to the needy were deducted from the 
income tax to be paid to the I.R.s. Suppose the law allowed all tax payers 
that privilege. A percentage of the income tax to be paid would be the maximum 
allowed. The percentage of the income tax allowed for worthy gifts would 
increase gradually year by year until the net affects would be people helping 
people without the use of government to administer the programs of need. An 
orderly transition of one system to the new would follow without chaos. No

loss of beaucratic jobs or lessening of service to those of need would be due 
to this gradual change. The law would re~uire that only particular foundations 
providing these needs, or the creation of particular foundations to service 
these needs, and particular type recipients or organizations would be able to 
receive these gifts. The law should require that most of the work done by the 
fmmdations or organizations are voluntary - none compensatory in nature. The 
old contributory allowance for I.R.S. purposes would be abolished. 

The following beneficial results would follow from the institution of this 
program: 1) government would gradually play a lessening role in our lives, 2) 
tax payers would develop roore compassion and personal involvement with human 
problems, 3) government beaucracy would shrink in numbers continuously through­
out the process, 4) the politicians' role to satisfy particular constituents 
for votes would be limited, creating a roore statesman-like attitude, 5) the 
u.s. would then truly be serving as a roodel to be emulated, and 6) people 
receiving help would gradualzy look less to government. Through these fonns 
of volunter assistance, the aid receivers would gradually, if not dramatically, 
be providing their own energies to aid to their revival of dignity, pride, and 
self-esteem. Foundations created by this law would be varied, local, specific 
and all encompassing. 

The I.R.S. roonitors fraud at present, by taxpayers. We would expect close 
scrutiny in the future, as to the worthiness of the gifts or the administration 
of acceptable foundations and organizations that received these gifts. Certain­
ly, that is a necessary evil. 

Most of governmental roles could be transferred to the private sector by 
the gift from a part of the income tax process. 

The entire educational process at every level could easily be handled by 
the private process or certainly at the minimum, turned over to the local 
people. The perfect way would be totally private - operated by foundations in 
local, regional, and specific educational complex operations, which would 
challenge the individual to his potential. The various foundations created 
would assume the roles. Voluntarism and personal one on oneness would flourish. 
The beginning would require these gifts to be part of the new school process 
and gradually changed and allowed an increase percent in the gift process from 
the income tax to be paid. 

The roles now played by the police, firemen, garbage, and other groups 
providing services for the public could be changed to foundation roles through 
this means of gift from tax. Always the taxpeyer pays directly in some form 
under these new laws to the organizations of his choice. Always there is an 
orderly transition of time with a fixed gift percentage ever increasing, so 
that the end result is a l'lti.nor role of government. We then have a government 
of the people, by the people, and for the people. There are some roles for 
government, such as national defense, protection of one citizen from another, 
and to eliminate hoarding of resources and technology from the potential for 
all. 
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Evils in a society are truly hoarding of potential and fruitful land, 
natural resources, technological breakthroughs, monopolies, and forced cruelty 
and persecution. Greed of any other nature truly is not the people's enemy.

During the recent earthquake in Greece, I was unable to locate my son, 
CPT Kotakis, US Army and his family currently assigned to the 78th USAAD, 
Athens, Greece. I, therefore, found it necessary to seek help from Mr. 
Lenny Wiles, with whom I have had official association within the past. 

Mr. Lenny Wiles responded immediately by referring my urgent request to 
Mr. Dennis LeBlanc, Assistant to the Director Military Section of the 
White House. Mr. LeBlanc and his staff coordinated the effort to tele­
phonically contact my son and his family in Athens, Greece. Under the 
exodus of one million people from the city of Athens in an emergency 
condition, I was personally unable to contact my son. 

Within a matter of hours, two military families were united by telephone. 
I was able to learn from my son that he and his family were safe. Imme­
diately, I relayed the information to my wife who is residing away from 
my duty station in St. Louis, Missouri. 

My wife and I were immediately relieved of mental stress of the emergency 
conditions of my son and his family. We are deeply indebted and grateful 
for the immediate help that we received in response to my urgent request. 

This effect is indicative of the current leadership of this administration 
and stems from the 1964 speech he presented in support of Senator Goldwater. 
His actions cement the leadership and quality. I will continue to support 
the Commander-in-Chief. I would be honored to serve the President in our 
out of uniform in the future. 

Please convey my appreciation to all who assisted me and my family in our 
hour of need. Particularly, express my appreciation to Mr. Wiles and Mr. 
LeBlanc and the staff of the Military Section of the White House. This has 
made me more proud of my country and redicated my service to my country.

We also thought that it might be a good time to test the democratic process. 
Seldom have we had the opportunity of knowing someone who conceivably 
might have more than the average amount of impact upon some of the de­
cisions that face our country. We obviously thought about the problems 
of education and we reflected upon the items that we have read in the 
press and i~ professional journals.

Center we are spending considerable time identifying those things that 
education is doing well, those things in which education is performing 
poorly and those things that education is doing nothing about. We have 
gathered a group of superintendents and cooperating administrators that 
are considered to be creative and effective doers. We are involved in 
presenting seminars and workshops, primarily related to assessing the 
values that should guide education through the BO's. 

In our conversation, Jim and I felt that our Center is primarily supportive 
of the position that is being presented by the Executive Office. Because 
this Center. is exp:~ssin~ .. t~"vi~"ws ~hat..!:.~: ~.;es.~~e~t.,..is expr~ssi~g 
to the public, w&{.'wo!!~e~ .. you ... ~~~nterested<Ji!n~eeivin.~.

knowing what type of data might be helpful to you. I am conscious of 
the fact that directing this type of information to you might be the 
incor~e~~ approach, but we do hold that we would like to have a unique 
way of knowing that some of this data is at least reflected upon. 

Let me provide you with a specific example of some of the data that we 
are projecting among the 1,042 school districts of our state. We are 
reasonably sure that roughly 40% of every federal dollar designed for 
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public education gets to the individual school and that 60% is provided for 
the governance of the particular bureaucracy involved. In much the same 
manner that the President has suggested a 10% decrease in taxes over the 
next three years, we are suggesting that 15% be transmitted to use by the 
schools over the next three years. What we are saying is that inadequate 
funding is not the problem, but the actual use of the dollar is the real 
problem. 

If this material is of value and will serve some purpose, we would appreciate 
some clues from you as to the most significant manner and to whom we should 
present this data. I would be pleased to hear from you if such a contribution 
will serve a positive purpose. 

Again, we are extremely pleased with the opportunity that you have within this 
incredibly fascinating experience for you as well as for your family. We wish 
you well and we also hope that your experiences continue to be exciting and 
profitable.
