· Edward N. Brandt Jr. was sworn in May 14, 1981, as assistant secretary for health, 
Department of Health and Human Services. Dr Brandt was nominated by President 
Reagan Feb. 13, 1981, and conf irmed by the Senate May 4, 1981. 

Before joining HHS, Dr. Brandt , a physician, was associated with the University of 
Texas. Since 1977, he had been vice chancellor for health affairs for the university 
system, based in Austin. From 1970 to 1977, he was executive dean of the university's 
Medical Branch in Galveston. He had also served since 1970 as professor in the 
university's departments of prevent ive medicine and family medicine. From 1962 to 
1970 Dr. Brandt was at the University of Oklahoma Medical Center, first as director of 
the Medical Research Computer Center and later as· associate dean. 

As assistant secretary for health , Dr. Brandt directs the activities of the Public 
Health Service, which includes the Health Services Administration; the Alcohol, Drug 
Abuse and Mental Health Administration ; the Centers for Disease Control; the Food 
and Drug Administration; the Health Resources Administration; and the National In­
stitutes of Health. 

Dr. Brandt provides policy guidance for other HHS hE;!alth programs including the 
Health Care Financing Administration , which administers Medicare and Medicaid. He 
also maintains relationsh ips with other governmental and private agencies concern­
ed with health. He advises and assists the Secretary on health policy and on all 
health-related activities of the department. 

Dr. Brandt was born July 3, 1933, in Oklahoma City, Okla. He received his S.S. 
degree in mathematics from the University of Oklahoma in 1954 and an M.S. degree in 
mathematics from Oklahoma State University in 1955. He received his M.D. in 1960 
from the University of Oklahoma Medical Center and a Ph.D. in biostatistics from the 
same university in 1963. Dr.Brandt served his internship at the Veterans Administra­
tion Hospital in Oklahoma City and was an internal medicine resident at the Universi­
ty of Oklahoma Medical Center. 

. Dr. Brandt has been active in various committees of the American Medical Associa­
tion, Texas Medical Association and the American Association of Medical Colleges. 
At the time of his confirmation as assistant secretary for health, he was serving as 
chairman of the AMA's section on medical schools. He is also a member of the 
American Academy of Family Physicians' Commission on Legislation and Govern­
mental Affairs. He has served on many boards, committees and foundations and 
holds memberships in a number of honorary and professional societies. 

Dr. Brandt has published.extensively and has made significant contributions to the 
professional literature throughout the entire range of health and statistical issues. 

Dr. Brandt and his wife, the former Patricia Lawson, have three sons: Patrick 
James, Edward N. Ill and Rex Carlin.

The President today announced his intention to nominate Edward N. 
Brandt, Jr., to be Representative of the United States on the 
Executive Board of the World Health Organization. He would 
succeed Dr. S. Paul Ehrlich, Jr. 

Since May, 1981, Dr. Brandt has been serving as Assistant Secretary 
for Health, Department of Health and Human Services. He was Vice 
Chancellor for Health Affairs for the University of Texas in Austin 
in 1977-1981. He was Executive Dean of the University of Texas 
Medical Branch in Galveston in 1970-1977. He also served as Professor 
in the university's departments of preventive medicine and family 
medicine in 1970-1977. In 1962-1970 Dr. Brandt was with the Univer­
sity of Oklahoma Medical Center, first as Director of the Medical 
Research Computer and later as Associate Dean. 

Dr. Brandt graduated from the University of Oklahoma (B.S., 1954), 
Oklahoma State University CM.S., 19551, the University of Oklahoma 
Medical Center (M.D., 1960; Ph.D., 19631. He is married, has three 
children and resides in Austin, Texas. He was born July 3, 1933. 
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
