Mr. Bloomindale says that Benedicto has a 
message from President Marcos to deliver to the President. 

According to State, Benedicto is a self-made Filipino million­
aire, a classmate of President Marcos, and Chairman of the 
Philippine Sugar Commission. He is considered the sugar czar 
of the Philippines. He is President Marcos' man and is a 
political power broker in the Philippines. 

This represents an effort by President Marcos to circumvent the 
Embassy and the State Department, and establish a direct link 
into the White House.
