1. M. R. Greenberg is Chairman of the Board, 
Pre sident a nd Chief Executive Officer of the American In­
ternational Group, Inc . 

2. The American International Group (AIG) was 
f ounded in 1931 in Shanghai, China and moved to New York in 
1939. It i s t r uly the only U. S. based global insurance 
organ ization in operation today and consists of 238 companies 
and agencies and 24 joint ventures operating in 138 countries 
and t e r ritories throughout the world. It has 23,000 employees 
headed by M. R. Greenberg. 

3. Mr. Greenberg is now and for a number of 
years has b e en a member of the Eagles Club. Recently, he 
was requested by Peter Grace to assist him and a group of 
executives in instituting a search for a more economical 
policy involving the operation of various Governmental agen­
cies. Mr. Greenberg was asked to make such a study of the 
Depa rtment of t he Navy a nd ha s been busily e n gaged in com­
piling a report which is due to be delivered to the President 
i n Oct ober.

We face several intractable economic issues with the Philippines. 
The one that holds any reasonable hope of our being forthcoming 
is the request for $126.2 million in guarantees for their nuclear 
po er plant . It is very important that we show some progress on 
the economic front for the Marcos State Visit September 16-17. 
It Tould undo ubtedly have a spin-off effect on the upcoming base 
re iew as well .
