Dur ing World War II, I served as a Navy Lt. Commander in the 
Pa c ific. I spent considerable time in the Philippines and was in 
.anila Bay at the time of the Japanese surrender. This war 

experience was the beginning of a life-long friendship with the 
Phil ippi es and the Filipino people. 

I ave been back to the Philippines on several trips as a 
Congress□a and later as a Senator. I have found the deteriora­
tion in \.Illerican/Philippine relations, as revealed in the press 
the last few ears, and particularly in the last few weeks, to be 
dishear tening and disappointing. The Republic of the Philippines 
is a loyal ally and a great friend. We all know the importance 
of t he two oil itary bases in the Philippines and our mutual 
defense pact with the Philippines. 

1any of my Filipino friends have expressed their disappoint­
men t that the . S. replaced them as our leading supplier of 
foreign sugar in 1982, and I continue to hear reports from the 
Philippines that it is in the sugar areas that the communists are 
making their biggest gains.

Dear Mr. Byers: 

The President has asked me to reply on his behalf to your 
letter of November 20 regarding U.S. policy towards the 
Philippines. 

I can assure you that the U.S. Government is very aware of 
t he current situation in the Philippines and is mindful of the 
concerns which you mention in your letter. We believe that 
major reforms must be initiated by the Marcos Government if the 
country is to deal with its current problems, to return to 
political and economic health and to prepare for a stable 
t ransition to the post-Marcos era, whenever it occurs. 

our position is clear that the Philippine Government must 
act to produce across-the-board political, economic and 
mil i tary reforms and restore the faith of the Filipino people 
in their institutions of government. u.s. policy calls for 
vigorous support for the reform and revitalization of 
democratic political institutions, especially the holding of 
free, fair, open elections which are credible to the Filipino 
people. 

As you are aware, a Presidential election is currently 
scheduled for February 7 and elections for local officials will 
be held later in the year. These are key to stability in the 
Philippines. We believe that among the key indicators of a 
fair election are: accreditation for an independent, freely 
functioning citizens' poll watching group; an impartial 
commission on Elections; an apolitical Armed Forces; equal 
access to the media for the opposition; a fair election law; 
adequa t e time for organization and campaigning; and acceptable 
resolut ion of constitutional and procedural questions. 

u.s. economic policy, in concert with the IMF, World Bank 
and other donor nations, is aimed at dismantling the 
debili t ating structures of monopoly capitalism and the

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restoration of a free market system. We are also assisting the 
ongoing military reform effort aimed at restoring the 
professionalism and capabilities of the Armed Forces of the 
Philippines (AFP), curbing military abuses of civilians, and 
restoring combat effectiveness so that the AFP can conduct a 
successful counter-insurgency campaign against the communist 
New People's Army (NPA). Without these wide-ranging reforms 
the situation in the Philippines will continue to be highly 
uncertain.

We know y ou are aware of the case of Father Romano, a member 
o f the Philippine Irish Redemptorist Mission, who was abducted 
by the mi litary on the 11th July 1985 in Cebu City, Central 
Philippines. To date we have no information as to his 
whe r eab outs. 

The I r i s h people are aware of your intervention with the 
Philippine authorities in the case of Father Niall O'Brien 
which r esulted in his speedy release. Mr. President, we 
a s k for your help again. 

We are addressing this letter to you because we know that there 
are extremely close ties between the U.S. and Philippines 
Government and because we are certain that intervention on 
your part is the truly effective means left to save Father 
Romano' s life. We appeal to you to use your undoubted 
influe n ce to ensure the release of a man whose only crime is 
that h e h as upheld the basic rights of the people. 

Apart from our immediate concern for Father Romano's safety 
we are greatly perturbed by the fact that his disappearance 
is not an isolated case but appears to be an element in a 
pattern o f terror directed, in particular, against people 
active in the human rights area. A number of religious and 
profess ional people, active in curnrnunity health care and 
development, have already been murdered. For this reason we 
are extre mely worried about Father Romano's fate. 

Mr . Pres ident, intervene now. Tomorrow may be too late for 
Father Roma n o.
