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Dear Bettino: 

Thank you for your letter concerning recent developments in 

exchange markets, and noting that they may suggest the appropri­

ateness of a meeting of the Group of Seven Finance Ministers. As 

you know, I strongly supported the creation of this Group at the 

Tokyo Summit. I continue to believe the Group can play an 

important role in ensuring close and continuous coordination of 

economic policy among the seven Summit countries. 

I understand that Secretary Baker has been in touch with 

Minister Goria to discuss exchange market developments, and other 

matters of mutual concern. As you know, he met Mr. Goria in Turin 

in December. 

We would consider a meeting of the G-7 Finance Ministers to 

be an essential part of a serious, high-level discussion of 

improvement of the international monetary system and related 

economic policy measures.
