Dear Mr. President:

Although you are most welcome here in Germany as one of our
best friends, we deeply regret the unfortunate circumstances
that have caused you embarrassment among us Germans, who are
indebted to your country for our freedom and security today.
Without our best friends, the Americans, there would no longer
be a free city of Berlin today.

Just as you guarantee our freedom and security and remain a
loyal friend to us, you show time and again your solidarity
with the Baltic nations, enslaved by Moscow through German
fault. Wishing to help the Baltic nations by our proclamation
to the [German] Federal Government, we urge you to use your
good office to prevail upon Federal Chancellor Dr. Helmut Kohl
to fulfill the demands contained in the Memorandum of the 45
Balts to the Federal Government.

Please encourage Chancellor Kohl to fulfill the demand

contained in the Memorandum of the 45 Balts—--~" to declare
unilaterally and publicly that the secret treaty (the
Molotov-Ribbentrop Pact) of September 26, 1939, is null and

void"--at the commemoration ceremony in the Bundestag on May 8.



Mr. President, if you and the other chiefs of state
encourage the Federal Chancellor to do this, you will remove
the heavy burden of helplessness from the Lithuanians, Latvians,
and Estonians and will give them great moral strength and
fortitude, hope, and courage. Mr. President, please help us to
convince Chancellor Kohl of the urgent need to declare this
pact null and void so that we may join together in helping the

enslaved Balts!

May God protect you and your country America.:

Proclamation
To: The Federal President

The Federal Government

The CDU/CSU, SPD, and FDP factions of the German Bundestag

This proclamation briefly describes the tragic fate of the
Baltic nations—~-Lithuania, Latvia, and Estonia--after the
signing of the Hitler-Stalin Pact of August 23, 1939, and the
Ribbentrop-Molotov Pact of September 28, 1939, Theses three
nations were forcibly incorporated in the Soviet Union and a
large number of their inhabitants deported to labor camps in
Siberia. The oppression persecution, and isolation of the
Balts have continued to this day.

Since the German people bear some responsibility for the
fate of the three enslaved Baltic nations, the proclamation
calls upon Germans to express their solidarity with and support
for Lithuania, Latvia, and Estonia by fulfilling the demands
contained in the "Memorandum of 45 Balts of August 23, 1979,"
which was also signed by prominent Russian dissidents.
Specifically, the Federal Government of Germany is urged to:

1. Declare that the secret pact of September 28, 1939, is
null and void;

2. To make May 8, 1985 a day of remembrance not only for
the victims of National Socialism, the Second World War, and

mass expulsions, but also for the enslaved Baltic nations.



Summary of the Memorandum of 45 Balts
sent on August 23, 1979, to UN Secretary
General Kurt Waldheim and to all the
states that signed the Atlantic Charter

The Memorandum of 45 Balts gives a succinct history of the
secret negotiations between Germany and the Soviet Union from
1939 to 1941 regarding the division of Eastern Europe into
spheres of influence. These negotiations led to the forcible
annexation of Estonia, Lithuania, and Latvia by the USSR in
1940. The document also mentions the Atlantic Charter of
August 1941, in which the United States, Great Britain and
subsequently the Soviet Union pledged, among other things, to
uphold the right of all peoples to self-determination.

Referring to the principles of the Atlantic Charter, and
citing the example of Czechoslovakia, which regained its
statehood after the defeat of Nazi Germany nullified the Munich
Agreement of 1938, the signatories to the Memorandum advance
the following demands:

1. The Government of the USSR must publish the full text
of the Molotov—-Ribbentrop Pact and all other relevant secret
records, and declare this pact to be null and void;

2. The governments of the FRG and the GDR must publicly
declare the Molotov-Ribbentrop Pact to be nu and void;

3. The governments of the states that signed the Atlantic

Charter must condemn the Molotov-Ribbentrop Pact and its



consequences, inasmuch as colonialism is recognized as a an
international crime and international law obliges every state
to help implement the principles of equality and self-
determination;

4, The United Nations, having legal responsibility for
the fate of the Baltic nations as the successor of the League
of Nations, to which Lithuania, Latvia, and Estonia belonged
@ntil the Molotiv-Ribbentrop Pact entered into force), must
take up the question of nullification of the Molotov-Ribbentrop

Pact in the next session of the General Assembly.

Russian dissidents support the Memorandum

Five leading Russian dissidents--Malva Landa, Viktor
Nekipelov, Andrey Sakharov, Tatyana Velikanova, and Arina
Ginzburg--acknowledge the validity of the demands advanced by
