PHILIPPINES, HAS BEEN TAKEN TO THE UNITED STATES ON AN AMERICAN 
AIRCRAFT. THE NEW YORK TIMES WRITES THAT ALTHOUGH EVERYONE IN THE 
UNITED STATES ADMITS THAT MARCOS WAS UP TO HIS EYES IN CORRUPTION 
AND GUILTY OF PERSECUTING AND MURDERING PEOPLE FOR POLITICAL MOTIVES, 
NEVERTHELESS HE WAS SUPPORTED BY FIVE U.S. ADMINISTRATIONS BECAUSE 
HE GAVE PERMISSION FOR U.S. MILITARY BASES TO BE SITED ON THE 
PHILIPPINES, AND BECAUSE HE SENT MILITARY UNITS TO TAKE PART IN THE 
WAR IN VIETNAM. WASHINGTON FELT ITSELF TO BE UNDER AN OBLIGATION

KRASIKOV. THE ARTICLE ALLEGED THAT SLAIN SWEDISH PRIME 
MINISTER OLAF PALME HAD BEEN KEPT UNDER SURVEILLANCE BY 
THE CIA FOR HIS OPPOSITION TO THE WAR IN VIETNAM. THE 
ARTICLE ALSO REFERRED TO ALLEGED RECENT REPORTS IN THE 
WORLD PRESS THAT THE FBI HAD KEPT SAMANTHA SMITH UNDER 
SURVEILLANCE BECAUSE OF ALARM OVER HER "PEACE MISSION" TO 
THE SOVIET UNION. ALTHOUGH THE CONCLUSION IS LEFT 
UNSTATED, THE LINKING OF THE PALME AND SMITH DEATHS WITH
