These are France's reasons for-op­
poSing thtr American strategy, but it 
seeiµs clear . to me that the other 
major European powers feel basically 
like the French, and that some llie 
West Germ~y, have obvious, objec­
tive .reasons for ,not pushing the Rus­
sians too hard. What's more, I thilik 
the otliers are secretly delighted -that­
France sbould so willingly play tbe 
spoiler and take all the ·blame on it-

• self. •

Dear Mr. Deaver: 

Once again I send thanks to you and your 
associates at the White House for the opportunity 
to advance the mission of the United States Air 
and Space Bicentennial. The advice, counsel and 
assistance provided by all involved in the Febru­
ary 7 meeting with the President is greatly ap­
preciated. 

With the President's leadership this effort 
so important to all Americans is well under way. 
The message that the United States intends to 
maintain its lead in aviation and space is being 
heard in this country and abroad. 

During the year ahead, there are one or two 
additional events at which an appearance by the 
President or Vice President can be vital to admin­
istration objectives as well as to those of this 
national undertaking. 

The first is the opening of the U.S. Pavilion 
at the Paris Air Show, being planned now with high 
officials of the French government to coincide with 
the anniversary of Charles Lindbergh's first trans­
atlantic flight, May 20. To mark the occasion and 
set the tone for our-15'resence at the show, the USAF 
will fly to Paris the 26 foot tall sculpture of our 
logo to be erected in front of the U.S. pavilion 
and thus dominate Le Bourget. Coincident with the 
sculpture's arrival in Paris, we have been asked by 
the French government the possibilities of arranging / ' 
a satellite TV exchange of greetings between President 11 

Reagan and President Mitterrand. Assuming such an 
event to be possible (our technical people assure us

that it is) it would be the first time ever that 
Washington and Paris have been so connected. 

Coming as it would just days before the economic 
summit at Williamsburg, such an event could be of 
great interest to American television news people and 
to all of Eurovision. The event would provide the 
President with an unusual, live, opportunity to re­
inforce his foreign affairs policies and to heighten 
awareness of the need to cooperate in aerospace even 
as our nation welcomes competition from Europe in 
the field. 

Should this opportunity appeal to you, I would 
welcome being able to discuss it with you further. 
I do believe the event is consistent with Presidential 
objectives.

In our current delicate state of relations with Mitterrand, 
we should go easy on meetings with opposition leaders.
