"I realized two years ago that I would have to go 

to the grass roots of America, if I wanted to effect a

I had to reach God's people, the BS percent of 
Americans that believe in God and prayer and de­
cent living--the backbone of the nation.

"It turned the tide! On Thursday, May 6, 1982, I 
met personally in the Rose Garden of the White 
House in a special meeting where President Reagan 
initiated an amendment to allow the kids the 
freedom to pray in public schools. That was a 
prayer-answering day for me and over a million 
petition signers. 

"But we're not 'home free' yet .. .it still has to go 
through committee (the first hurdle) ... then through 
both Houses of Congress (second hurdle) .. . then 
must be ratified by a 2/3:-majority in each state 
legislature ( of 39 states). 

"So we've got to keep the pressure up at every 
phase .. .'The World's Longest Petition' will be used 
at the appropriate time between the 'first and 
second hurdles.'

My 
missionary journey was made in the company 
of resident missionary P. V. Alexander and I 
promised him ·and the people of Kerala State, 
India, that I would do my utmost to provide 
them with 100 shelters they could call their 
church homes: Nothing fancy, mind you, just a 
good, sturdy structure where they can get in 
and out of. the weather and the hot sun. 

"Well, you know the story, I came back and 
told you good people, you Partners In Christ, 
and as you have been able to·, you have come 
forward and said to me, 'Brother Todd, the 
Lord's been good to me and now I'd like to 
share some of God's good fortune, so someone 
else can know His love .. .' then UP GOES

Blackwell, who, acting on 
behalf of President Reagan received 
Revival Fires founder-director Cecil 
Todd and his delegation bearing the 
MILLION-SIGNATURE School Prayer 
Petition, delivered on April 8, 1982. It 
was he who told Brother Todd that the 
petition was the largest of its kind ever 
delivered on any public issue.

(1972-1979); was editor of "The New 
Hight Report" (1973-79); was con­
tributing editor of "Conservative 
Digest" (1974-81). -

He was fo rmerly policy director for 
U.S. Senator Gordon J . Humphrey; he 
was also Deputy Director of Congres­
sional Clearance in the Office of the 
President-Elect, and oversaw Youth For 
Reagan effort in the 1980 campaign·. He 
was a Reagan Delegate or Alternate at 
Republican National Conventions in 
1968, 1976 and 1980.
